When our new president had his first opportunity to nominate a 

Supreme Court justice, he selected Judge Sonia Sotomayor, a woman 

of Hispanic heritage.  Whether or not she is a good or bad choice is 

being evaluated and debated by every faction of the American 

political landscape.  Be prepared to read and hear tons more about 

this nomination in weeks to come. 
 

While I can’t and won’t assess this matter from political or legal 

perspectives, I would note one thing the president has in mind: that 



the Supreme Court (and nation) would benefit from a court made up 

of people with diverse life experiences and points of view.  Is that

To form a team with only middle-aged folks 

misses out on the ideas and perspectives of both the old and young.  

Likewise, having only young people working at a task misses out on 

the valuable experience and perspective of older folks.  It’s good to 

create a mix of men and women, as well as to team new members with 

those who have been active for 50+ years. 
 

Such diversity does not guarantee perfect functioning or output, but 

it’s a good thing to have going for us.  The human experience is too 

rich and varied to be captured by one type of person. -- Jesus 

attracted and attached a variety of men and women to His ministry, 

and even His closest group of followers were twelve men from various 

walks of life. -- Need proof?  They argued among themselves and 

reacted to Jesus in different ways. 
 

God’s people are blessed when they draw from a variety of colors, 

shapes, and sizes to form their tapestry of ministries, and strong 

churches value such varieties.  May we be wise enough to keep doing 

this.
