From the Pastor               And the Survey Says… 
 

Adelle Banks had an informative article published in the latest issue 
of the Religious Herald listing and evaluating the effectiveness of 
various ways churches can connect with others.  150,000 respondents 
rated these invitation methods as effective: 

·  Letter in mail  – 41% 
·  Weekly religion section in newspaper – 40% 
·  Billboard or outdoor sign – 38% 
·  Newspaper or magazine ad – 36% 
·  TV commercial – 34% 
·  Radio commercial – 33% 
·  Website listing or ad – 31% 
·  Email message – 30% 
·  Social networking site – 30% 

 



But the majority of respondents judged a personal invitation from a 
family member or friend to be either somewhat or very effective 67% 
of the time.  Similar studies throughout the years have found this to 
be true every time.   
 

MHBC can and should use as many methods as possible, but every 
one of us can do the most effective thing: simply invite people to be 
part of worship or a special event at church (or connected to the 
church life but held elsewhere).  Jesus and his friends used this 
method exclusively in a time which had none of the other media listed 
above, and the good news spread, and the Kingdom of God grew and 
grew!  
 

We have the means to make His kingdom grow.  Let’s use it.
